What is a ____________________? 
A balustrade is a row of repeating balusters -- small posts which support the upper rail of a railing. Staircases and porches often have balustrades.

What is a _________________? 

A column is an upright pillar or post. Columns may support a roof or a beam, or they may be purely decorative. The lower portion of a column is called the base. The upper portion of a column is called the capital. The area which the column supports is called the entablature. Classical columns are built according to the Classic Orders of Architecture as recorded in the late 1500's by the Renaissance architect, Vignola. The classical column designs are:

What is a _________________? 
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The cornice is the uppermost section of moldings along the top of a wall or just below a roof.   A cornice can be dentil moldings, brackets, or other ornate decorations
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What is ____________________? 
A dentil is one of a series of a series of closely spaced, rectangular blocks that form a molding. The dentil molding usually projects below the cornice, along the roofline of a building. However, the dentil molding can form a decorative band anywhere on the structure.

What is a _________________?
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A dormer is a window which is set vertically on a sloping roof. The dormer has its own roof, which may be flat, arched, or pointed. 
What is a _______________?          
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A fanlight is a semicircular or semi-elliptical window over a doorway or another window. Federal or Adam Style homes often have fanlights. Shown here is a doorway with a fanlight above. 
What is a _______________? 
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A triangular, arched, or another creative design at the top of a door.  It also can be the decorative front of a portico.

What is a ________________________? 
A Palladian window is a large window which is divided into three parts. The center section is larger than the two side sections, and is usually arched. Renaissance architecture and other buildings in classical styles often have Palladian windows. On Adam or Federal style houses, there is often a Palladian window in the center of the second story.
The term "Palladian" comes from Andrea Palladio, a Renaissance architect whose work inspired some of the greatest buildings in Europe and the United States. Modeled after classical Greek and Roman forms, Palladio's buildings often featured arched openings. 
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What is a _________________________? 
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A decorative flattened column that would attach to the front of a house next to a door.  A pilaster resembles a flat column. The pilaster projects only slightly from the wall, and has a base, a shaft, and a capital. Greek Revival homes often have pilasters.
What is a ________________? 
A roofed entrance porch supported on at least one side by columns
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What is a ____________________? 
A small tower that is part of a building, usually round and corbeled from a corner
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What is ________________? 
Crown molding encapsulates a large family of moldings which are designed to gracefully flare out to a finished top edge; generally used for capping walls, pilasters, cabinets; used extensively in the creation of interior and exterior cornice assemblies and door and window hoods.  Sometimes crown molding may have dentil molding below for a more elegant or expensive look.
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What is a ________________? 
Chair rail is used as a decorative border 32 inches off the floor. Chair rail molding protects the
wall from chairs, but this is only one of the uses of this versatile style of molding.
